APPEAL

On Thursday January 31, 2013 the Alaska Republican Party Executive Committee illegally met and considered 4 allegations in order to prevent me from becoming Chairman on February 1. Attached are the papers I gave to this committee to consider. These papers include my defense against the four allegations and two letters by Wayne Ross. This Committee denied me due process as stated by Wayne Ross in several letters and did not consider in good faith my case. They decided to prevent me from becoming Chairman on February 1 based upon the allegation that I failed to do the job of my appointed position as state finance chairman. Per the rules, I am appointed finance chairman until January 31. So, the committee removed me on the same day my appointment as finance chairman ended.

Even if the SEC considered me to be in an elected position as Chairman Elect, that position ended Jan. 31st, 2013. On February 1st. 2013 I was to become Chairman. So the only elected position that the SEC could have removed me from was the elected position I had on Jan 31st (Chairman Elect).

The removal processes in the rules (Article X) only apply to those that occupy “an elected ARP office.” On January 31, I was not the Chairman. So, the committee should not have removed me from the Chairman position. On the other hand, the Committee chose to rely on this when it came to Randy Ruedrich. A complaint was filed against him and on February 2, the executive committee decided to dismiss this complaint because Randy Ruedrich was no longer in an “elected” position. But Randy Ruedrich is still on the central committee per the rules. This clearly shows that the committee was not fair to me and was arbitrary.

I am appealing to the Central Committee, per Article X, section 5.
